___Electronic games/devices 

 If a child must have a cell phone, it will be checked in with the camp coordinator 

at the start of the camp day and returned at the end of the day. 
 

Camper Drop Off and Pick-Up 

Drop Off 

Campers must be signed in by parent or authorized person with the time of arrival.  
 

Pick-Up 

Names of any person(s) authorized to pick up your child(ren) must be submitted in 

advance.  The authorized person will sign out the camper with time of pick-up 

(identification in the form of a driver’s license may be requested).  

 

Exception: If a camper has been given written authorization from the Parent/Guardian to 

come and leave from camp on their own, the camper will sign in and out.
